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Welcome to our 2009 Prep Web site. This year our Preps are divided into two groups. Prep N and Prep/1 B.  

We ensure that there is a smooth start to the childrenõs school life through a balanced Prep program. Prep testing 

takes place each Wednesday during the early part of Term 1. This enables us to get to know the students on an 

individual basis. The Preps get to know each other during our òDevelopment Activitiesó learning times. 

We have a Buddy program where the Preps are partnered with a Year 5 student. The students meet with their 

buddy on a weekly basis during Term 1  

Emphasis is placed on the acquisition of Literacy and Numeracy skills through the implementation of the Early 

Years Literacy and Numeracy Programs. It is centred on incorporating discussions, independent and group work, 

written tasks, technology and creative thinking skills into the curriculum . 

Our school values are introduced at the beginning of the Prep year.  

The Preps develop their interpersonal skills by interacting with other the other Preps, their buddy, teachers and 

other adults.  

They learn: - 

¶ our school and classroom rules  

¶ to share with others  

¶ how to develop friendships  

¶ to work together  

¶ to problem solve  

¶ skills and behaviour which help them to learn with others  

¶ to care for our environment and resources  

¶ respect the feelings of others.  
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Developmental Activity Time  

We use the Early Years Numeracy and Literacy model to teach children reading, 

writing and maths skills.  

The children also complete teacher directed activities  related to a class theme or 

topic.  

We have Developmental Activities  three and often four times each week. These 

sessions are an important because: -
