Instalment Two

The second instalment of the Education Mainte-
nance Allowance (EMA payment is due from mid
August onwards for those parents/guardians who
have chosen the EFT payment option on their ap-
plication form at the start of the year.

Parents and guardians who lodged an EMA appli-
cation at the beginning of the year do not need to
lodge another EMA application to receive the sec-
ond instalment EMA payment.

Any parent/guardian wishing to change from a
cheque payment option to an EFT payment will
need to submit a new application form to the
school for processing. Applications close on 7
August 2009.

Parents/Guardians who have chosen the cheque
payment option will receive their payment from
late August/early September.
