To be eligible you must:

be either a parent or guardian of a primary or sec-
ondary school student up to the age of sixteen: and
be an eligible beneficiary of a Centrelink pension,
allowance or benefit within the meaning of the
State Concessions Act 2004 or be a Veterans Af-
fairs (TPI) pensioner or be a foster parent: and
Submit your application to the school by the due
date.

The eligibility criteria must be met as at the first day of
Term 3 (13 July 2009).
