Our school is working with the Department of
Education and Early Childhood Development to
allocate a Victorian Student Number (VSN) to
each student in the school. The VSN is a stu-
dent identification number that is being as-
signed to all students in government and non-
government schools, as well as students in Vo-
cational Education and training institutions. The
number, which is unique to each student, will be
used as a key identif]
records, and will remain with the student
throughout his or her education, until the age of
25. The introduction of the VSN will provide the
capacity to track patterns of student movement
through the education system and identify areas
for further improvement. You will see the VSN
appear on student report cards and on enrol-
ment and exit confirmations.
