Last week I wrote about the 5 ways that chil-
dren understand and receive love ð through 
physical touch, words of affirmation, quality 
time, gifts and acts of service.  
 

The first one, physical touch, refers to any kind 
of physical contact we have with our children ð 
from hugging and kissing to a gentle touch on 
the back, arm or shoulder. Physical touch is one 
of loveõs strongest voices, so all children need 
this expression of love.  
 

Research studies over many years have found 
that babies who are held, hugged and kissed de-
velop a healthier emotional life than those who 
donõt have this experience. Grab every opportu-
nity give you child a cuddle.   I find when listen-
ing to my youngest read her reader, I put my arm 
around her and draw her close and reading be-
comes a special time for both of us. Even my 11yr 
old son likes a cuddle, when no one else is look-
ing!  For some children, physical touch is their 
most important love language ð it really fills up 
their emotional tanks. Next week Iõll write more 
about this love language.
